Titus 1:1-4

1)  Bond-Servant

2)  This is to symbolize those that have become one with Christ through emersion, also referred to as the chosen.  Faith has 2 parts:

a) Accent

b) Trust

3)  Truth is the Scriptures—perfect in every way because God is blameless.

4)  Elect = those called by God through the Gospel of Christ.

5)  Eternal Life refers to Christ and the Word of God, both live on forever.  It is the oldest promise we have as Christians.  There is no Greek word for eternal.
6)  Verse 3 shows us that the Word was entrusted to Paul for instruction to those that needed to hear.

7)  Paul had devoted his past to destroying the Truth of Christ.  After his conversion, Paul sought to correct his injustices and strived to bring those in that he once persecuted.

8)  Titus was never mentioned in Acts, though we are justified in believing that he was a major role player in the Early Church’s grassroots.

9)  Paul is probably the one that converted Titus, and thus labels him as his own.  

Titus 1:5-10

1)   Titus was left in Crete to bring order to the churches of the island.  “Set in Order” is so he may bring order from possible chaos in area.

2)  Known for having over 100 cities, evil character of people.  Most enjoyed debauchery, and was know for its wine.  Acts 2 makes reference to some being at Pentecost.

3)  Titus’ work was going to be time consuming; nevertheless, Paul’s goal was to have Titus aid him later in his other missionary journeys.
4)  Titus had to find an appropriate number of qualified members in each town.  Functionality of church requires the Church to have elders.
5)   Husband to one wife, have children that believe and respect the Lord and Parents, and not have a riot or unruly heart.

6)  Along the lines of how a man runs his house.  Is the house in chaos, or is the Word of the Lord exhorted in all things and hearts of the household.

7)  Both refer to one being in a steward position.
8)  Some feel church is all about power, but office actually refers to a responsibility rather than a power role.  One has to utilize a hospitable, sensible state of mind when in  office of the Church.

9)  God’s Steward is derived from the Anglican word meaning Keeper of Pigs.  In those times, this position was very important, in that the entire community’s food supply was being cared for by these people.

Titus 1:10-16
1)  Unruly—Rebellious of the New Covenant of God

     Vain Talkers—Wanting power for themselves rather than for aiding God

      Deceivers—Misleading Jews at the time that were trying to bring in their old worship 


  style in to the New Church.
2)  By reproofing those that were causing problems.

3)  Inside.  Some Jews that had been converted were trying to force their old styles of worship on the New Church.

4)  In Paul’s time, men traveled from house to house to teach the Word to families at home.  Some sought tainted gain from this by actually teaching false messages to gain the trust of the households.  This in turn would cause chaos between different groups about what was right and wrong.

5)  Paul wanted to show the people in Crete that there was no concept of righteousness in these teachings.

6)  The Cretans-- How does one not knowing they are wrong seek truth?  

7)  No.  Jewish fables deal with Jewish traditions and teaches from truth, while commandments of men deal with what man seeks in the world rather that in the Spirit.

8)  

9)  We as Christians need to maintain a pure heart and mind in all we do to show ourselves approved to God.  This will influence those around us simply by our actions.

10)  Nothing can be defiled beyond God’s repair, but one must be willing to give himself over to pure intentions and thoughts.

11)  Our actions and our ability to overcome challenges.

12)  The works are worthless, for they don’t produce fruit, only stumbling blocks.

Titus 2:1-2
1)   Chapter 1 tells how the Church duties should be appropriated.  Chapter 2 shows how all people in the church should represent Christ.
2)  Public in that we should teach what we know is fact.  This is why memorization is important to any believer.  We should study the Word diligently to find what God’s Truth is for our lives.

3)  Older men are to be mature in nature and not foolish or seeking excesses.  They should be serious natured and use their wisdom to aid others.

4)  They must focus on the three major parts of being a sincere Christian—Faith, Love, and Hope.  These are done so that others may learn to be more sensible in their later years.


Titus 2:3
1)   By using sound doctrine and using the Truth to assist him in reproving the churches.

2)  To be sensible shows that you are trying to apply God’s Word to your life.

3)  Women of older age could be tempted to fall away by using items that had the power to enslave.  Alcohol and other things have a way of controlling the actions of an individual.

4)  Of course.  An older woman’s job in church to instruct and guide young women in the ways of Christian living.  Also, the ‘simple’ raising of children to conforming to the standard church service.  In today’s world, it’s getting harder to maintain a child’s attention in a long service, so it is a difficult job for a woman to guide and instruct the child to be on their best behavior.
Titus 2:4-5
1)  Older women have the experience to show and reproof the younger women on the ways of Christian womanhood.

2) Older women that follow the guidelines are those who are saved, of good moral character, been involved with their family, and are subject to their husbands.  Use of reproof and simple instruction as well as experience in their life.
3)  a) Lovers of their husbands
     b) Lovers of children
     c) Exhibiting kindness
     d) Sober-minded and pure

Titus 2:6-8
1)  sober-minder = powerful statement.  If older men and women teach them properly, then the other items that were mentioned will fall into their life as well.

2)  Titus was a young man.  He was to use his life as an example of how to be proper in the ways of the Lord.

3)  Teachings should be sensible, and above reproach.  Satan will not allow the Gospel to be taught without contesting it.  We have to be above reproach.
4)  Speech would be representative of the knowledge in Christ and how one presents the Gospel.  

Titus 2:9-10
1)  He was to instruct to adorn the doctrine, meaning to live the truth as an example.

2)  Must be subject and well-pleasing.  It was hard to be either in the time of Paul and Titus, for masters were incredibly cruel to slaves.
3)  Pilfering—stealing items from their workplace.

4)  

5)  Living by showing and displaying the Truth.  In essence, being a Christian example by being subject and understanding to their master’s needs.

Titus 2:11-15
1)  To go against the flow of worldly man.  To display Christian living in all we do and accept the truth in our hearts, and exhibit His grace in our lives.  We must willfully come to Christ.

2)  The embodiment of Christ is the first fulfillment of God’s Grace, the blessed hope in Christ and eternal life is the second appearing of His Grace, and the judgment will be the third appearing.    
3)  For us, once we willfully come to Christ in full trust and service, God’s grace and salvation covers us and aids us in fighting off the ways of the world.

4) 
5)  soberly—clear minded and able to allow the Spirit to lead you.
     righteously—Living by example in all things, allowing Christ to be seen in us.
     Godly—allowing God to have complete control of our wills, and allowing it to 
   
       become His Will.

6)  First, we need to be Christ-like so that we may better ourselves while we are here.  Secondly, it should motivate us to serve him because we never know when he will come back!  It could be 2 seconds from now or 2000 years.  

7)  Our great God and Savior refers to the complete body of our Lord, all three parts.  The Lord and His Son at one end, and the Holy Spirit in us at the other.  God places Christ in control of judgment.

 8)  It is a constant reminder that to us that we should hold fast to our faith, even unto death.  He suffered for us, and likewise we should suffer for His namesake.
9)  So that he may have a unique people to call His own.  

10)  Peculiar people—close to God’s heart.  It is also said that we are to be different, and this is exactly how God wants us.  We are to not conform to worldly wants and desires, but continuously seek His will and allow Him to lead us in our daily lives.  We are God’s own personal possession.
11)  We would fall to the same misdeeds that Christ got us out of by his saving grace.  We wouldn’t be zealous for His name, but continue to serve the world we came from.

12)  Actually means let no one disregard you.  In other words, do not suppress Christ in our lives.  Continuously seek His will and serve Him in anyway we can.

Titus 3:1-2
1)  The word authority is a divine commandment.  Paul was serving out this commandment when he met up with Titus, and now the mission has been passed on to Titus.

2)  Yes, because to be obedient and to pray that rulers make the right decisions are all apart of God’s Plan.  The men in charge should be an extension of God’s will, and we should respect them as such.

3)  Only when man’s law goes against the Law laid down by God.
4)  a)  To tell the True Gospel, and not false doctrine.
     b)  To not be argumentative amongst ourselves and others.
     c)   be of a gentle spirit.

Titus 3:3-7 
1)  Our old lives should be an example to those outside of Christ that we were once involved in ungodly living.  Also, we should examine ourselves and remember that if it wasn’t for Christ, we would still be in sin.    
2)  In the time of Titus, the sinful examples used in v. 3 were used to describe the Cretans.  The love and kindness that was shown by Christ and God are to be emphasized to those in the Cretan churches.

3)  Baptism, plain and simple. Regeneration is an act God accomplishes, not any man to another.

4)  Daily, hourly, minutely living in our lives as Christians.  We must continuously reprove ourselves and allow the Spirit to lead us.

5)  The blessings involved in living the Christian life, which come through our baptism and the continued renewing of the Holy Spirit in us.

Titus 3:8-11  
1)  The entire contents of the letter, and added emphasis to the idea that we must be renewed in body and spirit through our obedience in the Lord  (i.e. following through with baptism and allowing the Lord to use us daily).

2)  All the people of the Church, and as a motivation to those in the Church to get the Word out to everyone, so that others might come to a saving knowledge in Christ.

3)  The letter tells us to shun such controversies.  We should strive as a body in Christ to allow the Lord to lead us, and to argue over petty things would be going against the will of God.  

4)  When one knowingly alters the Word of God and use it to lead others astray, they commit heresy.   It is important to isolate them and reprove them, so that they don’t continue spreading a malicious version of the Gospel (i.e. the Gnostics).

5)  A man that is spreading an untrue Gospel is perverting the word of God.  Thus, he has become perverted himself.
6)  They are telling something that isn’t from God, nor inspired by His teachings; they are taking away from what God has instructed.  This doesn’t include all factious men, because some will repent and come to a saving knowledge in Christ.

Titus 3:12-15
1)  To engage in good deeds, meaning to perform Christian examples to those on the island that may not yet know Christ, and to teach and reprove each other to continue His service.

2)  In Nicopolis, for he said he was going to spend the winter there.
